2) Expedition Details

Overview

The Sardine Run is an adventure scuba diving and sea safari expedition which takes place off the Eastern Cape
coast of South Africa, in the June & July.

Location - Port St Johns, Eastern Cape, South Africa

Our Sardine Run location is predominantly Port St Johns, though we work a huge territory of water both north
and south of there - dependant on the action.

Price - $ 3695 per person sharing
Single Supplement surcharge of $500 on accommodations
Duration - 10 days (8 days on the water, 2 days transfers and general touring)

For recreational scuba divers, a 10 day Sardine Run expedition will offer the best possibility of success. This
time period will allow for bad weather scenarios and variable degrees of marine activity.

Expedition Details contd...

Weather & Conditions

June/ July are winter months on the Wild Coast and wet weather is possible (though not always the case).

e  Temperatures (Air) :59-75F/15-24C
e  Temperatures (Water) : 59-70F/ 15-21C

Conditions will vary from glass-like seas to flying through giant rollers in pumping winds - very exciting and
sometimes strenuous. Safety is always the priority when on the water and the SEAL skipper will navigate
accordingly.

Visibility - Varies from 2 - 20m/ 6 ft - 60ft.

As a safety precaution, we generally don't enter the water in less than 15ft of visibility.

e Diving - 8 days on the water or alternate activity as determined by conditions

e Meals - Full or packed breakfast as determined by launch time, light lunch and refreshments on boat,

Most of these activities are done
as a matter of course over and above the diving, even when we launch everyday.

e Magnificent Trails - Some of the most beautiful countryside in South Africa also hosts some of the
highest waterfalls where fresh water tumbles 300 ft into the sea

e  Cultural Experience - Visit with the local traditional healer and see an authentic rural African village

e Horse Riding - Ride the trails along Waterfall Bluff, 300 ft above the sea

*Transfers & International Flights

e Arrival - SEAL will greet guests at Durban International Airport and transfer to our dive location in the
Eastern Cape (approx 4 hours)

. Departure — SEAL will transfer guests from Eastern Cape back to Durban International Airport on Day
10 (by 14h00 at the earliest)

All international flights enter and depart South Africa through 2 airports:
e  Cape Town International
e Johannesburg International

If clients have elected not to do the SEAL Cycle Safari they will be transferred by SEAL to Durban International
Airport by 14h00 at the earliest on Day 10, for their connecting flight to either Johannesburg or Cape Town
International Airports.

4) Client Requirements
Certification

e Advanced Diver Certification only - divers will be required to present their dive cards and/ or log-
books to SEAL upon arrival. This activity is for experienced scuba divers only.

General
1. Passport - Required for US citizens traveling to South Africa and Botswana - no visa required though
2. Clothing - Wind/ Rain proof active wear, smart casual wear

3. Miscellaneous - Sun protection, headwear, eye protection, binoculars, camera

Equipment

. Wetsuit, mask, fins, snorkel
. BCD, regulator

We strongly recommend divers bring their own gear rather than hiring on location. Having gear that you are
familiar and comfortable with is important for this type of adventure diving.

The Indian Ocean is the warmer of the 2 oceans bordering South Africa. We're diving in the winter season
where water temperatures will vary between 59 - 70 F/ 15 - 21 C. A 5mm wetsuit will most often suffice with
booties, hoody and gloves recommended. A 7mm semi-dry will be appropriate for divers who get cold easily.
In ideal Sardine Run conditions, the water temperature will be in the range 59 - 65 F.

SEAL staff will be on hand to carry equipment in transit, re-fill tanks etc.

Rinse facilities are provided post diving.

Physical

The Sardine Run can be physically challenging and a base fitness level is recommended though not essential.
The more fit the participant the more enjoyment of the experience.

Divers with pre-existing medical conditions must stipulate when signing the expedition waiver documents.

A full medical is recommended for divers with pre-existing health conditions.

. Vaccinations

1. Hepatitis A - Recommended for all travelers
2. Typhoid - Recommended for all travelers

. Routine Immunizations

All travelers should be up-to-date on:
1. Tetanus-diptheria
2. Measles-mumps-rubella
3. Varicella

Insurances

e Travel insurance recommended for all guests and must be organized in their country of origin.
e  SEAL includes full DAN cover for all guests on the Sardine Run.

Power Supply - Voltage in South Africa is 230 - 240 V, 50 Hz. Guests may require a voltage converter
depending on their country of origin.

5) Bookings, Deposits & Final Payment

1 x Complimentary expedition for 11 paying guests - (11 + 1)

NB* - SEAL Cycle Safaris begin the day following the end of a dive expedition. Add 4 days to total trip length
i.e. — 14 days when clients select this add-on. SEAL includes necessary internal transfers and accommodations

on the transit day.

Deposits & Final Payment

e  Final payment due 60 days prior to travel (see Terms & Conditions Document)

The Sardine Run is the most challenging of our suite of SEAL Expeditions.

That said, the accident potential is minimal, largely due to our knowledge of the environment and our taking
every possible precaution to ensure the safety of our guests, both on and off the water.

SEAL equipment and communications technologies are state of the art and include:

Oxygen and first-aid kit onboard

VHF Radio

Cellular phone

Satellite phone (when no cellular coverage)

Our staff is skilled and experienced for the variable weather conditions of open ocean scuba diving and first-aid
trained - SEAL has a full-time medic on staff with support equipment on site.

Though highly unlikely, all possible accident and treatment scenarios are planned for - Team safety is always
the number one priority.

SEAL has a 100% safety record on the Sardine Run.
